President’s Report to Members November 2004

The Committee has this year achieved many of the goals, which were highlighted in last year’s President’s Report.  Once again, I pay tribute to the unstinting effort, dedication, hard work and commitment of the entire team of PF officers.

As President, I have consistently tried to emphasise two main themes. 

The first has an internal focus - improved communications, organisation and transparency; and the second an external one - working towards equal rights and fair treatment for all Pagans. 

Earlier this year, for example, a survey was carried out among readers of Pagan Dawn to canvass their views and opinions on the magazine in order to better reflect their interests.  Results of the survey are being fed back to readers.

 We are very grateful to the retiring editor, Marion Green, for her time at the helm; the survey indicated very high levels of satisfaction with the magazine during her stewardship and she has established a firm foundation upon which our new editor, Arlea Hunt-Anschutz, will be able to build. 

Committee colleagues and I continued to attend as many district events and moots around the country as possible – part of my policy to open up the organisation and ensure that the management team are as visible as possible.  Meeting PF people, listening to grass-roots opinion (including non-members’ views) have made a vital and enriching contribution to the Committee’s thinking, and I am grateful to all those with whom I have personally spoken over the last year.

One of the issues, which arose during these informal discussions, was the membership application process.  Among most local members, officers and prospective members I spoke to over the last year, there was a strong consensus that this needs simplifying and speeding up.  To that end, Committee member Karin Attwood submitted proposals to Council during the summer.

 Although many of us were personally disappointed that the proposals were rejected by Council, it was agreed that a working party be established to review these ideas in more depth, and I look forward eagerly to its proposals, which will be brought to November’s Council meeting. 

In light of the wide scale acknowledgment that our current system is unwieldy, time-consuming and off-putting to many, I trust that Council will reach some agreement on this urgent matter. 

Turning now to other matters, Members can take much satisfaction from a number of key initiatives this year.  As these are well documented in individual Officers’ reports, I will mention just two. 

First, the development of our website.  The appointment of a new Web mistress, Kaz, has resulted in great strides forward – particularly in terms of design, keeping the site current and up to date, introducing more information about PF officers and their activities and improving navigation.  To continue with these improvements requires the active input of all members – and I hope that you will continue to support the good work already achieved.

Second, on April 26th 2004 a meeting took place between the recently formed Faith Communities Unit in the Home Office and representatives of the Pagan Federation, Pagans in Public Service (PIPS), the Council of British Druid Orders (CoBDO) and Wicca UK.  The meeting was in response to the Home Office report "WORKING TOGETHER - Co-operation between Government and Faith Communities.” 

The Pagan representatives emphasised that while most government departments that consulted faith communities worked from a list (represented by the nine symbols on the cover of the report) supposed to represent the major religions in the UK, the April 2001 census showed that, in the UK, those who entered their religion as "Pagan" outnumbered the total for Jains, Zoroastrians and Baha'is combined. 

Following the meeting, and given the Home Office’s comment that Pagans had not been consulted previously due to their inability to ‘speak with one voice’, PEBBLE (Public Body Liaison Committee for British Paganism) came into being - set up by, but by no means limited to, the Pagan organisations mentioned above. 

Three recent events thus catalysed the emergence of PEBBLE: 

1. The national census results for Religion were released with a breakdown of numbers.  Essentially, the number of people declaring themselves to be Pagan in Scotland = 1930 [population total = 5,062,011], with another 40,000 + Pagans in England and Wales [population total = 52,041,920].  

This makes Paganism the SEVENTH largest religion in the UK - larger than Zoroastrianism, Jainism and Ba'hai combined.


2. In 2003 the new employment legislation defined discrimination against religious beliefs in a much wider scope than previously, including Atheism and Paganism.

3. The government is campaigning to encourage diversity in all its departments, and this is detailed in the 'Working Together” report referred to above.

Discussions – and work!  -  are on going, but already PEBBLE has provided the Home Office with advice on dealing with Pagans in disasters, a copy of which is available on the PF website.  Pagans have been asked to provide their input on the proposed changes to burial law and policy – again, details are published on the PF website.

A preliminary meeting with the Department of Education has also taken place.  PEBBLE discussed a range of issues with the government representative, ranging from issues of curriculum design and content to the problems of discrimination and harassment of Pagan students and teachers alike. 

Other sections of this Annual Report give details of some of the key initiatives your Committee has been pursuing over the last twelve months.

Last year we aimed to look at ways of improving recruitment and, in addition to the simplification of the membership process referred to above, we have co-opted to Committee Kay Woods (ex-RC Cambridge) as Marketing Co-ordinator.  She and I both have marketing experience and will be working together on a recruitment advertising campaign to break early in 2005.

I believe that recruitment and retention are arguably our biggest challenges in the forthcoming year.

There have been a number of changes in Committee membership over the course of the year, and these have been detailed elsewhere.  Committee expresses its appreciation and thanks to those who have served and welcomes its new members with renewed confidence and enthusiasm.

I believe the PF continues to differentiate itself by emphasising the strategic goals I have outlined above, by engaging with external bodies, by developing and providing information for institutions, professionals and the public at large, by holding events with a distinct and mature flavour, and by providing a range of services to the Pagan community.

At the same time, we must be awake to the challenges, which face the organisation and eschew complacency. 

Your committee is highly dedicated to ensuring the Pagan Federation meets those challenges head on and we adopt the approach that many individual Pagans do – looking to the past for inspiration, but embracing change in order better to meet the future.  Committee needs the active support of all Members, Officers - and Council - in order to achieve this successfully

General Secretary Report 2004

Yet again it has been an extremely busy and exciting year for the Pagan Federation with new strategies being reviewed and new volunteer personnel stepping forward to help us.

One of the main aims has been to review and simplify the membership application process and also to review the possibility of actioning membership applications and renewals at PF events and not just by post.  This initiative is due to be piloted at the November 2004 conference. 

The PF Council’s decision that the three principles cannot be discussed at Council for five years was rescinded by PF Council at the Summer Council meeting; this has most certainly opened the way for much constructive debate.

Committee have tasked themselves to review our marketing strategies and a new role encompassing this has been created help us achieve the best for the organisation.  Kay Woods has kindly stepped forward to fulfil this role and work with Committee The quality initiative set up by the secretarial team is also an ongoing initiative.

Our main PF information pack and leaflet are being revised and updated; I hope to have these in circulation with the help of the Stationery Manager by our November 2004 convention.  Once the revised leaflet is published, it is my personal ambition to get the information contained translated into the Welsh language for distribution in the beautiful country of Wales.  This idea has been discussed previously by PF Officers, but I intend to see this come to fruition.  Further translations into other languages may then follow on.  A  PF information telephone line has been set up to deal with telephone enquiries.  Brian and Trish Botham are manning this operation for us.  It is hoped that this will help to make the PF more accessible to both its members and the community in general.

The call for election nominees did not prove positive as no new candidates applied!  There are still vacant posts within the Committee and it was surprising that no nominations to stand for election were received.  We will see what the 2005 election call brings.

I have proceeded to use new meeting venues as referred to in the 2003 report.  This has proved to be successful. 

Following on from the questionnaire sent to all PF Council members a questionnaire was sent out to all readers of Pagan Dawn.  The response rate was high and above average for a “mail shot” and proved very educational.  The results of the survey will be included within a future edition of Pagan Dawn to be shared with all.

A new member’s e community has been set up by our IT Manager Crys O’Regan thus enabling all members to have their say and join in with PF debate centrally and not just at District level.

One of the main happenings within 2004 to affect the Pagan Community was certainly the devastating floods experienced in the Boscastle area of Cornwall.  It was extremely heart-warming to see major Pagan organisations working alongside each other to fundraise in aid of the Museum of Witchcraft, which was severely damaged by the floods.  The tireless work of PF Devon and Cornwall to help their local community during this very destructive and devastating time can only be applauded and serves as an example to us all.

I am now looking forward to the next twelve months and anticipate much more change, challenge and growth for us.  My Faith remains that all PF Personnel will meet the challenges and requirements ahead.  My personal objective as General Secretary is to respond to and care for our members, their needs and serve the Pagan community fully.

Financial Statement 2003 - 2004

The current financial position of the Pagan Federation is reasonably strong with the Balance Sheet as at 31st August 2004 showing Net Assets of £39,357.  These are attributable to the following Reserves:

Unrestricted Reserves - £19,100

District Funds - £19,982

Chalice Fund - £186

Madge Appeal Fund - £89

However, the trend in turnover continues to be downward and this has not been reflected in a similar reduction in costs.  It is important that this is immediately addressed otherwise the financial position of the company may decline to an unacceptable level.  The Pagan Federation should implement controls over expenditure to reduce it in line with the lower turnover, particularly in the area of travel expenses, which have continued to increase throughout this period of falling turnover.

DLO’s Annual Report October 2004

For the PF to function as well as it does at District level we rely on a band of active volunteers – 13 District Managers and 55 Regional Co-ordinators (plus a host of Local Co-ordinators, Editors, Treasurers, Webmasters and so on).  As can be expected the number of volunteers and the type of activities undertaken varies greatly from place to place.  Below are just a few snippets of information gleaned from the District Reports supplied by the hard-working DMs.

Although there have been the inevitable changes, with RCs leaving office and being replaced, there has still been a feeling of stability in most ‘Districts’.  And in spite of the general decrease in membership over the past year or so, most ‘Districts’ seem to have had no problem finding people to fill the vacancies.  

Over the past 12 months 12 RCs have resigned and 17 new ones have been appointed; there are still officially 5 vacancies, although some RCs have taken on an extra (usually numerically small) Region and in a couple of cases the DMs are also RCs – generally for their home Region.  There has been just one change of DM this year.  

The main change to general practice has been in regard to dealing with Subscribers.  Specific permission is now required in order for RCs to contact them with news of local events or activities.  On the plus side, this action has resulted in quite a few Subscribers upgrading to Associate membership.

It has been good to note that all Districts now have their own newsletter/magazine, usually published around the Solstices and Equinoxes – one of them available by e-mail.  Also all have some form of Contact system although the way it works varies from place to place; some Districts have a Contact Register while others leave it to RCs to put members in touch with each other.  Several Districts now have websites and e-groups.

Annual Conferences are on the increase, many now being well established and two Districts have moved on to bi-annual events, giving more members the chance to attend or get involved.

Only half the Districts have Councils with only two of those managing to meet up regularly, the others communicate by e-mail…. a method that is growing in volume and importance.

Moots are still the most popular way for members to meet and there are a whole variety of these – held in pubs, cafes or houses, in the evenings or at weekends – whatever suits the organisers and members.  Walks, talks, picnics, camps, open rituals and Earth Day events also serve to bring members together and all Districts provide some way for members to meet up face to face.

There have been one or two problems with finances and a couple of Districts still don’t have their own bank accounts.  Those that do are managing to keep a healthy bank balance which enables them to fund other activities and support charities.  This year several Districts made donations to the Museum of Witchcraft after the devastating effects of the floods in Boscastle.

In over half the Districts members are actively involved in ‘community services’ – hospital visitors, prison chaplains or attending interfaith groups.  Because of their efforts there is a growing respect for Pagans and Paganism.  Similarly many ‘Districts’ have established good relations with their local media often ensuring that reports on Pagan matters get fair and accurate coverage.

Community Services Officer Report 2004

A separate PO Box purely for Community Services mail has been set up.  As much of our work is of a sensitive nature, it was felt that this would help with confidentiality and also speed up the enquiry process.  The CSO stationery has been updated to include this revised information.

One of my aims is to create is a uniformity of formatting in all stationery associated with Community Services.  Each area manager is working on producing text (if not already in place) to cover an Introduction Leaflet for volunteers, a Briefing Pack, Application form, and an Introduction leaflet on Paganism for the various authorities that they are in touch with.  Also, each area within Community Services will have its own letterhead.  Eventually the Intro for volunteers should appear upon the PF website under Community Services.


Hospital Visiting Report 2004

 

Since January of this year we have been concentrating on the more important aspects needed to get a system operational by November.  We are currently working on two fronts to achieve this.  We are now beginning to recruit potential volunteers, which is being achieved by word of mouth through RC's and hopefully from the article written for PD as soon as this is published.  We will then be concentrating on approaching the various NHS trusts where we have people who are willing and able to visit people.  We will also be compiling a training package and personal reference pack for ALL currently registered volunteers and holding a 1 day venue to go through this material.
 

The training of volunteers is crucial, particularly as the majority of volunteers registered so far have not had any form of previous experience with the health service. 
Prison Visiting Report    Carrie de Fey

 

The article I wrote for Pagan Dawn has sparked a lot of interest and requests for application forms are still coming in.  Yorkshire, Kent and Lincolnshire are still without ministers.

I have given an interview to Prediction and the reporter is interested in doing a larger article for the Independent when the Home Office release the new guidelines for Pagan Prisoners.  At the moment the guidelines are being implemented but are not officially in place.

There are no major problems at present.

Many prisoners really appreciate donations of postcards, cards, pictures etc of pagan images, preferably of the countryside that they can put on their walls and meditate on.  Atlantis bookshop has very generously donated a box of pagan related books already.  All donations welcome – there are a lot of items that aren’t allowed in prison so it’s best to check first.

Interfaith

Sadly, due to personal circumstances our Interfaith manager has had to step down from the role.  I am in the process of appointing a new Interfaith Manager and Deputy Manager the successful candidates should be announced at the November 2004 Council meeting.

PAGAN FEDERATION MEMBERSHIP REPORT: August 2004

This report is based on information extracted from the PF database as of 31st August 2004.

Definition of terms:

“subscription account”: a Pagan Dawn subscription, joint subscriptions counting as one and no distinction between PD Subscribers and PF Members.

“memberships”: all individuals covered by subscription accounts, making no distinction between Subscribers and PF Members.

 “alive” accounts/memberships: fully paid-up subscriptions/memberships plus those whose sub expired at one of the two previous issues; these are still 
being sent renewal notices.

I  SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

There is little for our comfort in this report.  The downward trend in the number of subscription accounts has continued for the third year in succession.  There were 2646 paid up accounts at the end of August ’04 compared with 3057 in ’03, a fall of 13%.  There has now been a fall of 25% since the high point of 3502 accounts in 2001.  The PF is now back at the level it was in 1997.  This is due to a failure to attract new subscriptions rather than to any increase in failure to renew: there were only 534 new subscription accounts in 2004, compared with 622 in ’03 and 921 in ’02.  However, the number failing to renew during 2004 (895) considerably exceeds the number of new accounts (534).  Effort needs to be put into encouraging renewals as well as into attracting new subscriptions.

In terms of people covered by the subscription accounts, in 2004 there were 2982 fully paid up and a further 677 considered to have “alive” memberships as they are still receiving renewal reminders.  Thus, the total number of live memberships is 3659.  This is the number to quote when asked how many there are in the PF.

The proportions in each category have changed only a little but the numbers have declined.  Subscribers again show the greatest decline: from 1032 to 832, a fall of 19% reflecting the lack of new accounts.  Sadly, there is also a decline in the number of members (Full, Associate and Honorary) from 2240 to 2057 (7%).

In the main, the decline in subscription accounts occurs in all Districts, with a few notable exceptions.  The accolade must go to Devon and Cornwall with an increase of 2%.  Other Districts showing only small declines are: Scotland and Ireland, the North East, the East Midlands and PF International. 

Although PFI showed a small decline in Pagan Dawn subscription accounts, they have an increase of 21% in non-subscribing members.  These are concentrated mainly in three countries: Portugal, Netherlands and Belgium.

While competition for subscriptions is perhaps greater in certain Districts than in others, it might be useful for Districts to compare methods of administration and publicity.

There are no significant changes in the characteristics of PF members: there is still a preponderance of women (63%); 46% of members claim some form of Wicca or witchcraft as their main path, while 54% follow another Pagan path or do not yet have a specific path.

ANNUAL REPORT PF International 2003/2004
INTRODUCTION

This year has seen further growth of PF International, the overseas district of the PF. 

The PFI membership has continued to grow and is now running at about 420 members with a further 30 subscribers-only.  The main bulk of members are still to be found the Netherlands - a steady 149.  The non-subscriber status (membership without Pagan Dawn) continues to be popular especially in Portugal. 

The structure of “international co-operation, local autonomy” is still proving to be a workable model for the PFI whilst a central database creates a sense of unity and uniformity for the administration. 

At present, we have National Co-ordinators in Australia and New Zealand, Belgium, France, Holland, Germany, Austria & Switzerland, Portugal, Scandinavia (Sweden, Norway, Denmark & Finland) The USA, Canada, and Latin America (Brazil).  A new addition is PFI Italy, which has just been launched – October 2004. 

Our World Co-ordinator looks after members from many other countries and continents including Africa and Asia.  Our contacts with England however remain strong and are most valuable. 

We also continue supplying a small number of free memberships to people who cannot afford the funds. 

The Internet continues to be a most invaluable medium of communication.  Virtually all the NC’s have their own websites and some provide local newsletters, local email lists and so on. 

PFI also has it’s own in-house magazine “Pagan World” which appears quarterly.  We are trying to encourage NC’s to submit articles in the various languages, notably German and English.  It is also important to encourage members to write about Pagan topics. 

News items of international interest are often discussed on the members-only email list and members are encouraged to report activities, which are derogatory to paganism in general. 

ACTIVITIES

This is a selection of activities, which have taken place this last year. 

Conferences and moots 

· PF Annual Conference London November 2003.  PFI had a separate display at the London conference and 
was well attended by NC’s from Holland, Belgium and Germany.  PFI members from the continent and the 
US were also well in attendance. 

We had a number of own PFI conferences including 

· PFI Sweden, Lund, Sweden in April, 2004

· PFI Netherlands, Lunteren, The Netherlands, May 2004, 

· PFI Germany, Witten October 9, 2004

· PFI Portugal, Lisbon, October 23, 2004

And there were a couple of joint conferences such as Janus Con, Canada in January 2004. 

The biggest joint venture was undoubtedly PaGE 2004, (Pagan Gathering Europe).  This was a summer intensive workshop weekend in Bruges, Belgium – organised by ARCADIA VZW and sponsored by PFI Belgium.  This was a full weekend of workshops from many different traditions. 

Many top authors continue to agree to guest at the PFI conferences including Phyllis Currott, Janet Farrar & Gavin Bone (who also held their Inner Mysteries weekend in the Netherlands in Oct 2003) and Pete Jennings.  PFI Netherlands is already planning their 5th conference on May 21 2005. 

Apart from conference, many countries joined with local pagans for pub moots and the ever-popular “Witches cafes” in the Netherlands.

One exceptionally important highlight of the year for me was to represent the PFI at the Parliament of the World's Religions in Barcelona, Spain, July 2004.  This year there were about 12000 delegates and UNESCO sponsored it.  I joined a 60-strong Pagan contingent – mainly from the USA, along with John Belham-Payne (PF UK).  I was honoured to join Selena Fox and Michael York on a panel called “Circle in the Greenwood”, in which we talked about paganism and international contacts and activities. 

I am hoping to continue to participate in the ongoing council, which is based in Chicago.  I have also been invited to take part in the ongoing dialogue between religious leaders and the gay/lesbian community. 

Today, even more than ever, it is vital that our pagan voice is heard.  The Parliament of the World's Religions is helping to make bridges between the different religious communities.  And on many different issues for example, the right to clean drinking water, and the question of religious violence.  

As an activist organisation, the PF International is becoming better known but obviously there is much more to be done!  But we have an enthusiastic team and members do appreciate our efforts.  As ever, we are creating a lifeline and I am happy if we can join forces and celebrate the freedom and liberty we as pagans enjoy.
